A dream in seven languages that shocked some and delighted others.
No one can gaze up the stairs like Rhett Butler (Clark Gable), and never before could one see so much in 
the eyes of a common thermostat. The small controller with the big eyes was the last coup and the next one 
follows on its foot steps. The new Compatible Control pilot (picture) pushes for the creation of the small Tango
